Midterm Group Art Project: Low-Income Student
This assignment is worth 86.4 percent of your final grade.

Who You Are
You are a low-income eighth grade student. Both of your parents work two jobs and are gone most of the day, usually into evening. Your younger sister is a fourth grader at the elementary school down the street. You are responsible each day for picking her up, feeding her a snack, and taking care of her until your parents arrive home, often around 11 PM, after completing the evening shifts at their second jobs. Due to your family’s financial condition, you share a small home with two other families, so often it is noisy and crowded, which makes doing homework difficult. But you persevere and do the best you can.
Your Assignment
You are to create a piece of art that tells a story about your socioeconomic condition—about what it’s like to live as a person in your social class. The assignment will be graded based on the following criteria: (1) the number of colors you use—the more colors, the higher the grade; (2) the number of materials you use—the more materials, the higher grade; (3) the neatness of cutting, assembly, and so on; (4) the content (or how well you’ve depicted your own experiences). You may use only the resources you purchase at the school supply store (located in Enterprise Hall) with the money you have with you (in the envelope).
Your Task
You are to take the resources you have (what is found in the envelope you were provided) and purchase the materials necessary for completing your art project. But remember, you also need to purchase a snack for your sister. And before you begin working on your project, you need to walk to the elementary school to pick her up. So go pick her up from school (                          ) then head over to the shopping center (                          ) to buy her snack and the supplies you need for your project. Then head home (                          ) to work on your project. Make sure you turn your project in one time. Late assignments will not be accepted.
