Midterm Group Art Project: Working Class Student
This assignment is worth 86.4 percent of your final grade.

Who You Are
You are a working class eighth grade student. Your mother works two jobs and your father, who recently was laid off, has traveled north to try to find work. You are struggling in math, but your parents can’t afford a tutor. You take the bus two miles to and from school. You, your older brother, and your mom live in a two-bedroom apartment. The walls are thin, so you hear a constant stream of noise while you’re trying to concentrate on homework, but at least you have a little room to spread out.
Your Assignment
You are to create a piece of art that tells a story about your socioeconomic condition—about what it’s like to live as a person in your social class. The assignment will be graded based on the following criteria: (1) the number of colors you use—the more colors, the higher the grade; (2) the number of materials you use—the more materials, the higher grade; (3) the neatness of cutting, assembly, and so on; (4) the content (or how well you’ve depicted your own experiences). You may use only the resources you purchase at the school supply store (located in Enterprise Hall) with the money you have with you (in the envelope).
Your Task
You are to take the resources you have (what is found in the envelope with which you were provided) and purchase the materials necessary for completing your art project. Unfortunately, before you begin working on the project, you need to stay after school to receive extra help from your math teacher, which means you’ll miss your bus home. So head to your math classroom (                          ) for tutoring, then head to the shopping center
