Midterm Group Art Project (Managerial Class Student)
This assignment is worth 86.4 percent of your final grade.

Who You Are
You are an upper-middle or “managerial” class eighth grade student. Your mother works full time and travels a lot for work. Your father works half-time from home so he can take care of you and your younger brother. You live in a single-family home where you have your own bedroom, your own desk, and your own computer. Your father drives you to and from school. You are struggling in math, but your family has hired a private tutor to help you two evenings each week. Due to the looming deadline for your midterm group art project, they paid the tutor a little bit extra to change your meeting time from tonight to tomorrow night.
Your Assignment
You are to create a piece of art that tells a story about your socioeconomic condition—about what it’s like to live as a person in your social class. The assignment will be graded based on the following criteria: (1) the number of colors you use—the more colors, the higher the grade; (2) the number of materials you use—the more materials, the higher grade; (3) the neatness of cutting, assembly, and so on; (4) the content (or how well you’ve depicted your own experiences). You may use only the resources you purchase at the school supply store (located in Enterprise Hall) with the money you have with you (in the envelope).
Your Task
You are to take the resources you have (what is found in the envelope you were provided) and purchase the materials necessary for completing your art project. Your father will pick you up after school and drive you to the store (                          ) to purchase what you need. He will then drive you home (                          ), where you can work on your project in relative quiet.
Rules of the Game
